Dear members of St. John, 

Have you ever said, "I don't know why I did that?  I should have known better."  Perhaps it was "I could kick myself for that" or "I had it coming. I should have known better.  


That is what Paul is talking about in the text we have for Sunday’s message.  The tug of war within all of us. The war within!  He wanted to do what was right. But the wrong thing comes out.  He knew it was wrong.  Yet somehow, he did it anyway.  And the good that he knew he should do; he couldn't get himself to do.   


Do you ever feel this way?  Pulled in two directions?  It is the war within!  The one force pulls you toward God's will.   The other force pulls you toward sin and darkness.   It is a frustrating experience.  We all go through it.  And it is a daily experience.   An epic struggle, with wounds and casualties.   How can we endure it?  Paul gives us God’s answer in our message for Sunday.  The answer to the war within!

Worship

· No hymnals will be used.  All service materials will be printed in the church bulletin, handed out to each member by an usher wearing a mask and gloves.  

· We will not be passing offering plates in the worship service but will have them at the doors of the sanctuary where you may drop your offering.

· When church is over you will be ushered out.  Please don’t get up and leave on your own. That will make it difficult to keep proper social distancing. 
· We are not requiring that everyone wear a facemask, but please remember social distancing.  If you feel comfortable wearing one, we encourage you to do so.  Ushers will be wearing them.   

Social Interaction

In order to maintain responsible social distancing, we are strongly encouraging the following:

· No physical contact: handshakes, hugs, fist bumps, etc.

· No gathering within church for socializing either before or after services. 

· At this time all other church events, Bible Study, Sunday School, Ladies Aid and Quilting (etc.) will be on hold.
· If you are not feeling well or have concerns about your own health, you do not need to attend.  We will continue with the Livestreaming service at 8:30. If you would like to receive private communion at home please contact Pastor Sargent.
These guidelines help us to be able to gather together at this time.  If we all are willing to sacrifice for the good of those around us, we can make this work.  Please, in all this, show patience and kindness to your brothers and sisters.
