Dear members of St. John,

Our Text for this Sunday’s message is found in Romans 8.  In verse 28 Paul says this;  “We know that all things work together for the good of those who love God, for those who are called according to his purpose.”  

It is remarkably interesting to see how Paul begins this section here. He does not say, “It would be nice if God works for the good,” or “We sure hope that God works for the good” or “Usually God works for the good.” Rather he says, “We know!” He does work for the good!  He is very explicit! 


Every time that Paul uses this phrase we know, in Romans he uses it to introduce something that is a given.  It is a well-known fact.   In this world there are givens. We see them as facts, that we know for sure.  For example: 

· Things change!

· Pain is a part of life!

· Life isn’t always fair!

· Things don’t always go to plan!

· Two things are certain, death and taxes!


So,  Paul says, “We know!” It’s a given! It is a fact! Please join us this Sunday and hear this message from God.  His Word gives us the truth.  

Worship

We will worship with no more than 100 people in attendance for each service.  At this time, we will not need to sign up before services because we have not gone beyond the occupancy limit.

Mask Mandate: 

The Governor has issued a State-wide Mask Mandate for all public indoor meetings.  We will be following this mandate during worship services.  If you do not haver a mask one can be provided for you by an usher.  

· There will be two services on Sunday at 8:30 and 10:00.  
· We will worship with no more than 100 people in attendance for each service.

· We will have portions of the church pews partitioned off to accommodate social distancing. Please be sure to sit only in the apportioned sections.  Ushers will guide you to your seat of choice.

· No hymnals will be used.  All service materials will be printed in the church bulletin, handed out to each member by an usher wearing a mask and gloves.  

· We will not be passing offering plates in the worship service but will have them at the doors of the sanctuary where you may drop your offering.

· When church is over you will be ushered out.  Please don’t get up and leave on your own. That will make it difficult to keep proper social distancing. 
· We are not requiring that everyone wear a facemask, but please remember social distancing.  If you feel comfortable wearing one, we encourage you to do so.  Ushers will be wearing them.   

Social Interaction

In order to maintain responsible social distancing, we are strongly encouraging the following:

· No physical contact: handshakes, hugs, fist bumps, etc.

· No gathering within church for socializing either before or after services. 

· At this time all other church events, Bible Study, Sunday School, Ladies Aid and Quilting (etc.) will be on hold.
· If you are not feeling well or have concerns about your own health, you do not need to attend.  We will continue with the Livestreaming service at 8:30. If you would like to receive private communion at home please contact Pastor Sargent.
